WHEREAS, White Rock Quarries desires to opeh and operate a limestone quarry in the Town of Vincent,



Alabama, and

WHEREAS, all vehicles, including heavy trucks, must use County-maintained roads for ingress and egress to the
quarry and to the adjacent White Rock Quarries properties, and

WHEREAS, it is requested that a truck route to be designated and established in order to accommodate heavy
trucks which inay carry a maximum of 80,000 pounds, both to and from the quarry, and

WHEREAS, an Access Permit, consistent with Shelby County Commission Access Permit Resolution 04-07-26-
08, must be obtained by White Rock Quarries prior to commencing its operations:

THEREFORE, subject to White Rock Quarries complying with all conditions of the Access Permit Resolution,
other conditions imposed and deemed necessary and advisable by the County Engineer, and the acceptance and
execution of a written Agreement to be prepared and approved by the County Attorney:

IT IS HEREBY Resolved as follows:
(1) That the County Engineer, upon compliance by White Rock Quarries with all recommendations and

requirements of the County Engineer , is authorized to approve and grant White Rock Quarries, its owners
and operators, subject to the terms, conditions and limitations referenced herein, an Access Permit to that
portion of the County public highway system described herein, and to designate a Non-Exclusive Truck

Route as follows:

Commence at the intersection of County Road 62 and US 280; thence run in an easterly direction along County
Road 62 to the intersection of County Road 463; thence turn left and run in a northerly direction along County
Road 463 to the intersection of County Road 85; thence turn right and run in a southerly direction along County
Road 85 to the main entrance of the quarry, which is the terminus of the truck route. Trucks will be permitted to
traverse both directions along the prescribed route, providing they do not exceed a maximum total weight of
80,000 pounds and otherwise comply with other legally imposed weight and operational limitations.

(2) That at a minimuin, White Rock Quarries, its owners and operators, must load and operate trucks in
cotnpliance with legally imposed limitations and must comply with the requirements outlined in a letter
dated January, 11, 2011 from County Engineer Randy Cole to Jim Meads of Sain Associates, Inc., which
said letter is incorporated by reference, as if it were written herein. These requirements may be amended or

expanded in writing by the County Engineer.

IT IS FURTHER RESOLVED that the County Engineer and the County Attorney are hereby authorized and
directed to prepare and execute the Access Permit and the herein referenced Agreement and other written
conditions pertaining thereto, for and on behalf of the Shelby County Commission.

The approval of the truck route will become invalid in the event that the quarry at the Vincent focation fails to
open as the result of a court ruling or failure of the quarry to obtain necessary environmental permits.

Based on the discussions of fhe meeting on December 8, 2010 attended by Commissioner Corley Ellis,
Butch Ellis, Alex Dudchock, John Staughter, Jim Hurley, Scott Cothron, Alicia Bailey, you and me, we
have considered your request to obtain an access permit that will designate certain segments of County
Roads 62, 85, and 463 as truck routes. Specifically, the truck route will commence at the intersection of
County Road 62 and US 280; thence run in an easterly direction along County Road 62 to the intersection
of County Road 463; thence turn left and run in a northerly direction along County Road 463 to the
intersection of County Road 85; thence turn right and run in a southerly dircction along County Road 85
to the main entrance of the quarry, which is the terminus of the truck route. Trucks will be permitted to
traverse hoth directions along the prescribed route, providing they do not exceed a maximum total weight

of 80,000 pounds.

As we discussed, the operation of a quarry and the associated businesses that will establish operations on
site will put a significant amount of truck traffic on thesc roads. Unfortunately, these roads were not
constructed for heavy trucks to carry loads with State Road-legal weight limits. In order for your client to
use these as haul routes, all of these road segments must be designated as truck routes and improved

accordingly.

‘We were pleased with Mr. Hurley’s assurance that the quarry would agree to limit all trucks that the
quarry loaded to a maximum Gross Vehicle Weight (GVW) of 80,000 pounds, and that any other
business partner that located on, or adjacent, to the quarry site would be contractually obligated to limit
their trucks to 80,000 pounds maximum GVW, and to restrict their truck access and truck traffic to the

designated truck route.

“The aforementioned County roads will require significant improvements in order for the quarry to obtain
an access permit. All costs associated with these improvements are the responsibility of the penmittee.

The following comments and design parameters are based, in part, on information you provided to us.
Tuture submittals must satisfactorily address the following:

1) Each proposed access to the County Road system must be permitted consistent with Shelby
County’s Access Management Resolution (#04-07-26-08). Provide detailed submittals for each

proposed access location.



2) The overburden haul road which crosses County Road 473 will re(:]uire stop sign conirol for the
access roads. The crossing will have to be designed to accommodate the proposed heavy trzcks.

Provide plans and defails as necessary.

3) There is a proposed at-grade railroad spur crossing County Road 62 north of the quarry site, and
an existing at-grade railroad crossing immediately north of the proposed main entrance on County
Road 85. Provide plans and details to upgrade these crossings as necessary. Upgrades must
include arms, lights, bells, and concrete panels to current safety standards.

4) The plan calls for the transformation of segments of County Road 62, County Road 85, and
County Road 463 into a truck route. The following design parameters are required for the

proposed truck route:

a) Relocate all utilities outside the proposed shoulders of County Roads 62, 85, and 463.

b) Replacc and upgrade the multi-barrel 120”x73” metal arch culvert on County Road 62 to
accommodate the proposed truck traffic and proposed widening. The culvert is located
approximately 1.7 miles from U.S. 280. The design must be approved by the County

Engineer.

c) Replace the 66” metal culvert on County Road 463 to accommodate the proposed truck
traffic and proposed widening. The culvert is located approximately 0.1 mile south of
County Road 85. The design must be approved by the County Engineer.

d) Construct a left turn lane on County Road 85 to accommodate vehicles tuming left into the
main entrance of the quarry.

) Construct a left tum lane on County Road 85 to accommodate vehicles turning left onto
County Road 463.

f) Realign County Road 463 to intersect County Road 85 at 90 degrees, Provide a right turn
lane on County Road 463 with an appropriate radins to accommodate vehicles turning right

onto County Road 85.

g) Realign both of the County Road 463 North and South approaches to the intersection with
County Road 62 to eliminate the existing skew and provide a four-way intersection. Provide
a left turn lane on County Road 62 to accommodate vehicles tuming left onto County Road
463. Provide a right turn lane on County Road 463 with an appropriate radius to
accommodate vehicles turning right onto County Road 62.

h) Install all signage necessary to delineate the truck route.

i) Relocate all driveway pipes, mailboxes, and other appurtenances as required to widen the
roadway and construct shoulders. Driveways must be reconstructed to match existing
conditions as closely as possible. .All mailboxes must be reset or replaced, however, no brick
or otherwise non-breakaway mailboxes are to be rebuilt. These are to be replaced with a

substitute that is suitable to the homeowner.



‘j ) To accommodate the anticipated traffic from the Vincent Quarry, the proposed truck route
segments of County Roads 62, 85, and 463 must be upgraded to accommodate the following

design parameters:

o Minimum 28 feet of asphalt paving (14 feet each side of centerline, Striped as 12 foot

lanes with two foot paved shoulders)
o Minimum eight feet of shoulder required (two feet paved and six carthen)

o Minimum eight feet clear zone
o Maximum 3:1 fill/cut slopes

k) All road widening less than four feet in width shall utilize a full depth asphalt buildup
(tinimum 6 % black base and 1 /4" wearing surface). The proposed base shall be: Mix
424C-351, Superpave Bituminous Concrete Base Layer, Widening, maximum aggregate size
= 1%”, minimum installation rate = 715 [bs/SY. '

1) Overlay the proposed truck routes with an asphalt wearing surface. The proposed wearing
surface shall be: Mix 424A-341, Superpave Bituminous Concrete Wearing Surface Layer,
maximum aggregate size = ¥ inch, installation rate = 165 1bs/SY.

m) Improvements on County Road 62 whiere it intersects with.US 280 must be coordinated with
ATDOT.

The pavement thicknesses given above are based on the ‘geotechnical information that you provided. We
used the average thicknesses of the existing pavement to design this buildup.

As you know, an average is often not representative of the actual pavement thickness in any given area.
Consequently, this design may not be'sufficient for some areas of the roadway, and there may be areas of
pavernent that fail under traffic. The permittee will be responsible for any repairs that we deem necessary
to any areas that fail, whether due to pavement failure, sub grade failure, inadequate drainage, or any other
reason for a period of ten years from the date of acceptance of all improvements. The permittec will be
required to enter into an agreement with this stipulation.: Also, a bond must be posted for 125% of the
estimated amount of all construction in the right-of-way.

The County Commission will have to officially approf«re_:\,rn.y recommendations before you do any further

work. In addition to the technical requirements, I will also recommend that you hold a Public
Involvement Meeting early in the design phase of the project in order fo inform the area residents and

attempt to address any issues that they may have. '
